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Customers Join Southern California Edison

in Fulfilling Environmental Commitment

One of Southern California Edison’s greatest assets in environmental protection is its 4.6 million customers.

By participating in SCE’s energy efficiency programs over the past five years, customers have saved energy equivalent to the output of two 250 MW natural gas-fired generating units.  That’s enough electricity to energize 350,000 households, approximately the number households in San Francisco.  Furthermore, energy efficiency prevented about 1.2 million tons of carbon dioxide releases from natural gas-fired power plants over five years. 

In return for their energy reduction efforts, customers save money on their energy bills and often qualify for rebates.  For residential customers, individual rebates can be as high as $600 for installing an energy-efficient central heat pump or air conditioning unit.  

Over the past five years, SCE’s energy efficiency programs have provided the highest energy savings of any such program in the nation, through one of the nation’s largest portfolios of energy-efficiency programs.   

SCE also offers of incentives for “demand response” programs designed to reduce energy use temporarily, especially during the summer when air-conditioning produces the highest power demands of the year.  Such programs include the voluntary Summer Discount Plan for families with central air conditioning and various incentives for larger business and industrial customers.

This energy efficiency success story was recognized most recently by the Alliance to Save Energy, which named SCE one of two utility winners nationally of its annual “Star of Energy Efficiency” award.  The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and federal Department of Energy have also recognized SCE’s energy-efficiency program achievements in recent years.

Is Built In To Daily Life

Southern California Edison’s environmental commitment extends to its own power supply and operating policies.  

In power supply, the company encourages air-friendly renewable energy.  About 20% of the electricity SCE provides to customers today is from renewable energy resources such as solar, wind and geothermal. 

Environmental commitment is also built into SCE’s daily work life.  By routinely applying recycling and waste prevention practices, SCE employees are diverting more than 80% of potential solid waste from landfills through the company’s Waste Not program. 

In the first six months of this year, Waste Not saved about 266,000 trees by recycling paper.  The program also recycled 15,000 tons of compostable materials (mainly from tree-trimming around power lines), more than 4,800 tons of metal, and nearly 182 tons of glass over the same period.

SCE has been a leader in environmental protection for nearly half of its 118-year history, beginning with pioneering work to reduce air pollution in the 1950s.  

The company’s energy efficiency programs have been around for 25 years.  In the 1980s, SCE received international recognition for researching and developing renewable and alternative energy resources and has been honored for leadership in protecting endangered plant and animal species, as well as for efforts in conservancy, wetlands restoration and artificial reef research and construction.

With continued cooperation from customers who benefit from energy efficiency, SCE’s environmental achievements promise to increase as the company meets the challenge of maintaining reliable, sustainable service in the coming years. 
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
